Training in partnership with the University of the Western Cape Department of 

Library and Information Science.

Ç The five day workshop is designed to introduce participants to concepts of 

preservation management applied to library collections and services. 

Ç The participants are introduced to preservation challenges that apply to most 

common types of library and archival collections, apply risk management, draft and 

implement a library disaster and recovery plan, understand preventive disaster 

measures, proper conditions for storage of library collections, undertake library 

moves, plan a digitisation project, and understand the concept of conservation and 

restoration.

Ç The drafting of the LIS Policy was initiated with the appointment of the Technical 

Team. These are the experts who have drafted the Library Transformation Charter.

Ç The Library Policy Conference was held on 23rd January 2017. It was followed by the 

Provincial Consultations during January till March 2017.

Ç The Technical Team continued with the specialised focus groups, namely: LIS 

Schools, Publishers and Book Industry, DHET, DBE, CHELSA, CHE, SALGA, 

National Treasury.

Ç The aim of the conference and the consultations is to ensure the inclusion of all the 

relevant stakeholder in the policy development process. LIS Sector, Government 

Departments, Civil society structures such as NGOôs, Political formations, general 

public, etc..

Ç The National Feedback Conference is envisaged in November 2017.

Ç The Technical Team will conduct Impact assessment in preparation for submission 

to the Ministry.



Resource Description Access (RDA)

Ç Cataloguing training to enhance access to library materials

Ç A RDA workshops are held in various Provinces ongoing basis.

Ç The topics include cataloguing of books; series; describing personal and corporate 

names; electronic publications and RDA relationships.
